Review Process

     Proposals will be evaluated by a review committee that will score the proposals based on a rubric of 100 total possible points. Scores will be averaged for each application.

     Winners will be announced at the time of the MAITC Summer Teacher’s Institute by mail and if possible, winners will be invited to an awards dinner during the training.

Rubric

· 20 points – Practicality and scope of the project

· 20 points – Collaboration 

· 20 points – Budget and schedule

· 20 points – Impact and outcomes

· 20 points – Assessment and alignment to Maine Learning Results

Final Report  Must Include:

· Written report including outcomes, assessment results, and numbers of students, teachers and volunteers involved,

· 2 – 6 photographs with releases for printed and online use,

· A copy of materials developed (if applicable), alignment to Maine Learning Results

· Copies or records of any media coverage.

*Applicants that do not submit a final report for funding awarded in 2010 will not be eligible for future funding from this program.

Award


Half of the grant approved (up to $2,500) will be presented at the time of the initial award. Additional funds may be requested during the next 11 months with submission of a written update on the project, including documentation of expenditures or estimates of anticipated expenses. The final $500 will be withheld until the final report has been submitted.
