· Ag Awareness Grants up to $5,000

· Ag Leadership Grants up to $1,000

The grant period will be one year. Final reports are due June 15, 2011. All grants will be required to submit a final report before they will be considered for additional grant review.

Funding will be used to promote an understanding of the food and fiber system in the state and the nation through the infusion of agricultural concepts into K – 12 curricula.
