Description


Agriculture Student Leadership Grants are intended to support leadership development activities for students enrolled in agriculture courses at the middle or high school level.  The purpose of these grants is to provide students already enrolled in courses related to agriculture and natural resources with the skills needed to become future leaders in these fields.  By gaining leadership skills, students may become more successful in their own endeavors related to agriculture and natural resources, as well as becoming more influential, informed members of their communities.  Grants are intended to support leadership programs organized at the school level, rather than to benefit an individual student.

Criteria

(1) Must provide leadership development opportunities to students enrolled in courses related to agriculture and natural resources,

(2) Should help students become more effective in leadership areas such as teamwork, goal-setting, communication and time management, 

(3) Should help students explore areas of potential career interest related to agriculture and natural resources, 

(4) Should help link students to opportunities such as competitions and scholarships,

(5) Should help students become aware of and connect to students from similar programs.

Review Process

     Proposals will be evaluated by a review committee that will score the proposals based on a rubric of 100 total possible points with 20 possible points in each of the criteria areas above. Scores will be averaged for each application.

Grants will be issued to successful teacher or advisor applicants representing classes or groups of eligible students.  Grants may be applied to student travel-related or other expenses required for participation in leadership development opportunities.

Final Report

Must Include:

· Short written report of 1 – 2 pages including outcomes, assessment results, and numbers of students, teachers and volunteers involved,

· 2 – 6 photographs with releases for printed and online use,

· A copy of materials developed if applicable,

· Copies or records of any media coverage.

*Applicants that do not submit a final report for funding awarded in 2010 will not be eligible for future funding from this program.
